Narrators : 16

Scene 1

Narrator 1 : Once upon a time, there was a little boy called Jack. He was very poor. One day, he went to the market to sell his cow.
Jack : Come Daisy ! Come !
Daisy : Moo ! Moo !
[bookmark: _GoBack]Narrator 2 : On the way, he met a funny little man. The stranger gave Jack five magic beans for his cow.
Stranger : Hello ! What’s your name ?
Jack : Hello ! My name’s Jack.
Stranger : I give you five magic beans for your cow.
Jack : O.K., I give you my cow, Daisy.
Stranger : Here you are !
Jack : Thank you.
Stranger : Goodbye !
Jack : Goodbye !
Daisy : Moo ! Moo !

Scene 2

Narrator 3 : Back home, Jack’s Mum wasn’t happy and threw the beans out of the window.
Mum : You stupid little boy !
Jack : I’m so sorry Mum, excuse me !
Narrator 4 : In the night, the beans grew and grew into a tall beanstalk. (mime the beanstalk growing)
Narrator 5 : Jack climbed up and up the beanstalk.(mime Jack climbing up the beanstalk)



Scene 3

Narrator 6 : At the top of the beanstalk, he saw a castle.
Jack : What a fantastic castle !
Narrator 7 : He went inside.
Giant : FEE FI FO FUM ! I smell a little boy. Here I come, YUM YUM !
Narrator 8 : Jack jumped in a cupboard (mime Jack jumping in the cupboard).
Narrator 9 : The giant couldn’t find him and fell asleep (mime the giant looking after Jack before falling asleep). 

Scene 4

Narrator 10 : Quickly, Jack jumped out of the cupboard and took the gold coins (mime Jack climbing out of the cupboard).
Jack : Wow ! gold coins !
Narrator 11 : Jack took the hen.
Jack : Wow ! a magic hen !
Narrator 12 : Jack took the harp.
Jack : Wow ! a magic harp !
Narrator 13 : Suddenly, the giant woke up and chased Jack (mime the giant waking up and chasing Jack).
Giant : AAARGHHHHH ! Here I come, you bad little boy !
Jack : Help ! Help ! Mum !
Narrator 14 : His Mum took an axe and chopped down the beanstalk (mime Mum chopping).
Mum : Here I come, Jack !
Narrator 15 : The giant fell down.
Giant : ARGHHHHH !!!!
Narrator 16 : Jack and his Mum never saw him again and lived happily ever after.
Jack and Mum (dancing): Hurray ! Hurray ! We are rich and happy !
